Adoption of NIMS

Item #1

Standard:

Adopt NIMS at the community level for all government departments and agencies; as well as promote and encourage NIMS adoption by associations, utilities, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and private sector incident management and response organizations.

Additional Information:

The formal adoption of NIMS states that it will be the jurisdiction’s/agencies/departments/ non-governmental organization or private sectors official all-hazards incident response system.  

Action:

The county/city/town/agency/department can adopt NIMS through a resolution to cover departments within county/city/town/agency/department government.  This can be done by 

1) Formal resolution 

2) Executive Order

3) Proclamation

4) Legislation

5) Adoption through minutes of an official meeting

6) In plans, policy or procedures from individual departments 

The formal adoption by county government will cover all county departments.  Or individual departments within the county government can adopt NIMS.  

The formal adoption by cities/towns will cover all city/town departments. Or individual departments within the city/town can adopt NIMS.

Non-governmental organizations and private sector entities can adopt NIMS in the same manor as the public sector.

Recommend Documentation:

Written documentation indicating the adoption of NIMS, kept by the county/city/town/agency/department/ non-governmental and private organization.
