Outdoor Warning Sirens

In the event of severe weather, siren activation will occur for:
· A Tornado Warning issued by the National Weather Service and/or


Tornado or funnel cloud reported by a trained spotter
           OR

· A Severe Thunderstorm Warning issued by the National Weather Service when:  

· Winds are know or expected to be 70 mph or greater, and/or 

· Hail golf ball sized or larger is known or expected to occur.
Sirens sounded every 15 minutes during the event.  Once the National Weather Service states the warning has expired, the sirens will cease sounding.

Outdoor warning sirens will not be activated for lightning or flooding.

There will not be an “all clear” siren for any event.  NOAA weather radio or the local news outlets provide follow-on information to include when the severe weather event has expired or left the immediate area.
Outdoor warning sirens are not intended to warn people indoors.  A NOAA weather radio is your best way to immediately receive an emergency warning while in your home or place of business.

The activation of outdoor warning sirens is not limited to severe weather.  These devices may be used for any potentially life threatening event.  Upon hearing outdoor warning sirens it is important that all persons immediately refer to local broadcast media (radio, TV, etc.) or a NOAA weather radio for additional information!
Outdoor warning sirens will be tested the first Tuesday of each month at 10:00.a.m. unless experiencing severe weather.  If threatening storms are occurring, no test will be conducted that month.
