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NIMS UPDATE
April 22, 2008

· Although highly encouraged, NIMS training and certification is voluntary for private industry.  It is also voluntary for any public entity or organization which DOES NOT receive ANY federal grant funding.  If you receive or want to receive federal funds (fire, law enforcement, EMS, Public Works, Hospitals, jurisdictions) you MUST comply with the NIMS requirements
· Public Health organizations have more strict requirements for NIMS certification than do other responders.  Iowa HSEMD states this is being required by CDC and not the state.  Iowa requires only the minimum training.

· To meet the minimum standards for your organization to be deemed ‘certified’ by the state, all incident responders must have completed the FY 08 requirements listed below.  The only exception is IS 300, and that exception is explained in following bullets.
· What level of NIMS training is required Elected Officials?  Although there is not a requirement as of yet, the National Integration Center (NIC) Incident Management Systems Division strongly recommends that all elected official who will be interacting with multiple jurisdictions and agencies during an incident at the minimum, complete IS-700: NIMS, An Introduction and ICS-100: Introduction to ICS. These courses provide a basic understanding of the National Incident Management System and the Incident Command System. Everyone directly involved in managing an emergency should understand the command reporting structures, common terminology and roles and responsibilities inherent in a response operation.
· IS 400 is also a requirement for certain positions, but the training completion deadline has been pushed back to September 30, 2009.

· If you have taken any of the courses listed as NIMS required and training records in your organization reflect this, you do not have to retake any of the courses.  There is not an annual refresher requirement.
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· Iowa minimum requirements for IS 300 and 400 training:

· The person would hold one of the top 7 positions in the ICS structure in a Type 3 Incident. The top 7 positions being:  Incident Commander, PIO, Liaison Officer, Operations Officer, Plans Officer, Logistics Officer or Finance Officer.  A Type 3 Incident would be one of extended duration and encompasses multi-agency and multi-jurisdictional response.

· The County EMA Coordinator

· 2 individuals per response organization from Davenport and Bettendorf ( two of the top 20 Iowa communities by population.

· 2 individuals per response organization from Scott County (one of the top 15 Iowa counties by population).
· In the Emergency Operations Center, any representative with decision making authority required to take IS 300 not 400.

· Iowa HSEMD equates MAC (multiagency coordination) to be the county EOC.

· Each jurisdiction / organization MUST maintain their own training records, subject to state or federal review.

6) Revised and updated plans and SOPs to incorporate NIMS components, principles and policies, to include planning, training, response, exercises, equipment, evaluation, and corrective actions.
7) Participated in and promoted intrastate and interagency mutual aid agreements, including agreements with the private sector and non-governmental organizations.  
8) Appropriate personnel have completed IS-700; An Introduction to NIMS.
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9) Appropriate personnel have completed IS-800b NRF; An Introduction to National Response Framework (NRF).

10) Appropriate personnel have completed ICS 100 and ICS 200 Training; Awareness and Basic Incident Command Training or equivalent.

11) Incorporated NIMS/ICS into all local and regional training and exercises.

12) Participated in a NIMS all-hazard exercise program that involved responders from multiple disciplines and multiple jurisdictions.

13) Incorporated corrective actions into preparedness and response  plans and procedures.

14) Inventoried community response assets to conform to homeland security resource typing standards.

15) Ensured that all relevant national standards and guidance to achieve equipment, communication, and data interoperability have been incorporated into acquisition programs, to the extent permissible by law.

16) Applied standardized and consistent terminology, including the establishment of plain English communications standards across public safety sector.
